Since the financial year commencea
April 2020, Hong Kong people have bee
facing uncertainties and anxiety due to the
pandemic. Our bank reserves have
dropped to its record low level that could
only support our operation for about one
more year. Although we were allotted
with a Flag Day b the Social Welfare
Department duringthe financial year, it
was in April 2020 which was just two
months after our previously allotted Flag
Day in February 2020. Due to the
pandemic, we were not allowed to sell
flags on the street. Apart from praying for
D2RQa 3JdzARIYyOS: g¢
supporters through letters. We were
thrilled to receive so many positive
responses, and the generous donations w
raised (though much smaller than the
amount we used to raise on the street).
Then came a time when the pple of
Hong Kong became increasingl
concerned about how NGOs in Hong Kor
survived the pandemic.
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We did not actively approach the media, b
several media approached us for intervie
to talk about the challenges we were facir
in providing services to the poor ar
homeless when the donations we receiv
had reduced drastically. After those
interviews were broadcasted, the donatior
to the Society increased significantly. V
ended the financialyear with an adequate
surplus. We can now offer programmes 1
the coming financial year to help mol
people in need. Also, we can set aside so
reserves for the relocation of our Drap
Centre in case the Government may ta
back the piece of land wherthe Centre is
located. Under the present lease, tf
government only needs to serve us wi

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Due to COVI29 pandemic, we suspende
most of the services at our drep day centre
during the year 2020/2021. However, by tl
grace of God and through generous donatio
we managed to distribute a large number
care packages with essential suppli
Compared to previous years, whstributed
more care packages to our service users -
year and the frequency of distribution he
been increased from once per week to thri
per week.

During the year 2020/2021, we distributed
our service users supplies including canr
food, rice, biscuits and cup noodlet. in the
total vale of about HK$1,180,000, that &
around HK$98,000 per month; fafstod
restaurant coupons of total alue of about
HK$200,000, that wa HK$17,000 per montt
and antivirus supply of about 34,000 adi
masks, 2,000 children masks andQ3hand
sanitizers. These material supplies were eitl
collected by our service users at our centre
taken by our staff and volunteers to our servi
users during outreach visits.

In full compliance with COWI®-related
health and safety precautions, we continued
provide meal sergies at our centre. Prior t
the pandemic, we used to receive quall
cooked food from various sources such
hotels and staff canteens. However, due
