We providefree hot mealsand essentiamaterialsupportfor their physicalneeds Theycometo our daycentre andregard
SBSHsa family,a community,a placewhere they are acceptedandloved Many of themactivelyparticipatein household
taskssuchasservingthe mealandcleaningup after the mealandin activitiesorganize dat the centre,creatinga family-like
environment

Beyondbeingacommunitycentre,we offer evangelicahurture suchasbible study, fellowshipgroups andworship Someof
our serviceusersfinally turn to Jesusand get baptized We note their opinions that they have practical difficulties of
receivingthe holy communionin churchfor variousreasonsIn 20232024 we addressheir need by inviting a pastorfrom
anoutsidechurchonceamonth to preacha sermonandofficiate the holy communionto our serviceusers

Eventhoughchildrenfrom low-incomefamiliesin HongKongare entitled to free educationfor 12 years,they seldomhave
the chanceto travel or participatein extracurricularactivities like sports, music, martial arts, painting, foreign languages,
local excursiondike Disneyland OceanPark,HolidayCamps,and even yachting Y A Reéa@ingClub(KLC)providesthem
opportunitiesto engagein interestingand meaningfulactivities,to broadentheir horizons,to exploretheir potential and
interests,and hopefullyalleviatetheir inferior complexity We providegospelteachingto our kidsandhelpthem establisha
positivemindsetandcultivate Christianvaluesbasedon the Bible,which helpspreventour kidsfrom beingled astray

We noticed that many parentsand their kids were stressedtremendouslyduring the examinationweeks We reactedfast,
with the supportof IWA,to organizeexaminationweek KLQ@innersto relievetheir burden receivingpositivefeedback

More than takingcareof the needy,we alsooffered opportunitiesto volunteersfor educationon caringfor our community
andthe poor in HongKong Volunteersirom variousschoolschurchesand organizationgoin us,often finding they actually
gainmorethan they give

who couldchooseto eatat the centreor takeawayrice boxes

Severalactivities were organizedat our first-floor Y A Reéa@ingClub,attended by over 40 children comingfrom poor
families,and some of them are abandonedchildren In one big room, severalteenagervolunteerswere teachinga large
group of energeticchildrenhow to skiprope. Onecantell from the happyfacesof the childrenthat they were havinga
goodtime andenjoyingthe gameof skippingrope. In anotherroom, a group of volunteerswere usingtablet PCgo teach
our children Englishon a one-to-one basis,and in a third room, some volunteerswere playing table tennis with our
children

Theaboveactivities ,normallyorganizedby uson a Sundayafternoon,showthat our activitiesto providelove and careto

TheSocietyruns a deficit this financialyear.

Whilethe Societydid not havea FlagDayin the financial
year nor receiveanyfurther govemmentsubsidie rom
the EmploymentSupportSchemgwhichcontributed to
19% of the total income last year for our general
expenses),there was a substantial increase in the
generaldonations received from individual donors At
the sametime, donationsreceivedfor specifiedprojects
also saw a drop of 8% Neverthelesswe managedto
strive to maintain our normal servicesand to carmry on
with our variousprojectswith the funds and resources
availablewith aslightincreasen total expenses

The combining effect of the drop in total donations
received (of 14% compared with last year) and the
increasein total expenseqof 7%) have contributed to
the deficit of almost$1M for the year The Societyhas
to, again, cover such a deficit by the bankreservesof
$5M, leaving around $4M to cover any unexpected
expenseandanydeficitin the future. At presentvalue,
the basic expensesfor running the Dropin Centre
amountedto around $3M annually (whichincludethe
annual salariesof 10 staff at $2.5M but excludethe
funding for any specified projects) The ongoing
challenge for the Society remainsto raise sufficient
funding for the general expensesto run our Dropin
Centre On top of that, the Society also needs to
maintain a healthy bank reserve to cater for any
substantial funding for the relocation of our Dropin
Centrein the eventthe govemmentwould recoverour
present premisesby givinga 3-month notice. | would
continue to appeal for donations for the general
expensedor our Drop-in Centre

Overthe pastyear, accordingto our centre'sdata, we haveservedon averageover 200 hot mealsdaily to impoverished
individuals predominantlyelderly personsage dbetween60 and 90. Thehighestproportion of our serviceusersare aged75
andabove

Many of these elderly serviceusershave health issues Someare burdened with the care of their ailing spouses,often
requiringfrequenthospitalvisits Otherslive alone,without anyfamily careor support

Most of these elderly people are themselvesparents, but they have been neglectedor abandoned Theydo not receive
regularcareor visitsandfinancialsupport,and evenlose communicationwith their sonsanddaughters Theyhavebecomea
group of "abandonedelderly people," a particularly rapid-growing phenomenonin Hong Kong As they get older, with
reduced or even no income and shrinkingsavings they struggleto take care of themselves This "abandoned elderly"
populationhasalwaysbeenlargelyoverlooke dby society

Oneof the UnitedNations'17 (ESGpustainabl®evelopmeniGoalssetin 2015isto achieve'ZeroHunger" Byprovidingover
200hot mealsdaily,we are strivinghardto ensurethat the impoverishedthe homelessandthe "abandonedelderly" do not
go hungrybecausef theydo, it would be a mockeryto HongKongbeinga prosperouscity. Besidegheir basicphysicaheed
for food, theseserviceusersfaceisolationand mental/emationalfatigue. It is crucialthat we makeeamestefforts to share
the gospelwith themsothat they knowour LordJesuhristandreceiveblessingsrom aboveandeternallife.

In the postpandemiceconomicdownturn, we have experienceda significantdecline in donationswhile the number of
serviceusershasrisen,andwith a high staff turnover rate, we havefacedimmensepressurein providinglove andcareto our
serviceusers Yetwe haveexperiencedhat D 2 Rgfaéeissufficientfor us

Lookingahead,we sincerelyhope that more groups,churchesand corporationswill join usto provide love and careto the
impoverishedthe homelessthe "abandonedelderly” andthe childrenfrom poor families May the Lordhelpusby bringing
